KNOW YOUR VENUES

Come and enjoy a drink at the bar before or after the show. Thanks to a
new lift, this theatre is now wheelchair-friendly.

The new school hall at Idas Valley Primary is being used as a
theatre venue. Access and plenty of secure parking are
available via the Rustenburg Road.

Enjoy an outdoor concert in this beautiful park with
several food stalls (no own food or drink is permitted).
Remember to bring warm clothing.




The Open Window Campus in Oude Molen is
also hosting a theatre venue this year and is
located on Distillery Road.

At this music venue on the Summerhill wine
estate along the Agter-Paarl road about

5 km outside the town you can eat, drink
and dance. Allow plenty of time to get there,
or use the convenient Toyota festival shuttle
service.

We use the Spier Amphitheatre for opera and
stand-up comedy. Please bring something
warm to wear and allow enough time to get
from the parking area to the theatre. The
auditorium is located in the Spier Conference
Centre. The Toyota shuttle service can be
used from Koch Street Park-n-Ride.

Power schedules can change at very short
notice. The Woordfees uses generators in
most venues and shows continue when

the power goes out. Shows will rarely be
cancelled or postponed due to load shedding.

The Woordfees is a cashless festival. Pay with
any debit or credit card, or use SnapScan.

Stellenbosch is an old town with narrow
streets and very limited parking. Allow
enough time to get from one show to
another. Park for free opposite Rhenish Girls’
High in Koch Street (entrance from Park
Street). Use the festival shuttle from this car
park. Day tickets (R50) are available, as well
as a festival ticket (R180) that can be used
for the full duration of the festival.

With the exception of one space, all of the
Woordfees venues are equipped for people in
wheelchairs. Only the Dylan Lewis Sculpture
Garden is not accessible to wheelchairs. It is
essential to make arrangements in advance for
assistance with access and especially parking
on 079 256 0398.

October is spring in Stellenbosch - the days are
warm but the evenings get cold quickly. Bring a
sun hat and sunscreen, and drink lots of water.

For evenings and outdoor shows bring warm

clothes or a blanket.

Lynthia Julius

This play is about the life of a group of
Namas outside Steinkopf in Namaqualand
who lived in Nona-Ams, a camp. During
the 19th century, the region around the
mission station at Steinkopf went through
a severe drought. Many families moved
away with their livestock to a spring
about 12 km from the town. One Sunday
in 1867, when the adults were attending

a church service at Steinkopf, Nona-Ams
was attacked by a group of Bushmen. 32
Nama-kjeeners (children), their minders
and even their dogs were killed.

| was surprised when | came across
this piece of information, because no one
in Namaqualand had ever told me about
it. Even when my collection Kinderlé
was published and a journalist from
Namaqualand interviewed me, she had
no knowledge of this event in history. As
a woman with Nama blood, | have made
it my mission to record the history of my
people and tell it through my writing.

The issues | want to address are the
conflicts between indigenous groups in
South Africa, who have been recorded for
years as peaceful people who have never
had or caused conflict. It is important to
me to tell this Northern Cape story from
the perspective of a coloured woman,
with Nama ancestors, who has already
lost a child. This work offers a glimpse
into the culture and one of the greatest
losses of Namagqualand that is still not
discussed between Nama and Bushman
descendants.

Regarding the structure of the text,
stage directions are added, because
this play cannot use many characters.
However, it is also not so dense that the
director should feel as though she is being
prescribed to.

I hope that the tragic loss of the lives
of 32 Nama-kjeeners and their caretakers
is not overlooked and lost in the Afrikaans
literary and theatre worlds.

It is a piece about history, but also
about life, love, motherhood and loss at
the death of kjeeners.
